It was during this time that he met Margaret Madden 
who was recently widowed with three young girls, 
Anna, Julie and Michelle. The couple then went on to 
have two more children, Vivian and Khan. 

They built their family home on Cascade Road 
where they raised their five children. 

Peter was a good Father and provider, growing his 
own produce and supplying the family with meat from 
his cattle.

Upon retiring from DCA, Peter and Marg set up a 
cottage industry at their home growing Kentia Palm 
seeds and making wood turning souvenirs. This was a 
very happy time for them both.

Peter became unwell 13 years ago and the difficult 
decision had to be made to leave their beloved Norfolk 
Island and move to Port Macquarie where they made 
a home, close to their daughter Vivian. The couple 
recently celebrated their 56th wedding anniversary.

Sadly, Peter succumbed to cancer on the 19th of 
February with a funeral service held in Port Macquarie.
